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GREAT Scholarships 
The GREAT Scholarships:

• are jointly funded by the UK government’s 
GREAT Britain campaign and the British 
Council with participating UK higher 
education institutions

• aim to widen access to UK education and 
provide education opportunities to students

• offer scholarships to students from 14 
countries (Bangladesh, China, Egypt, Ghana, 
India, Indonesia, Kenya, Malaysia, Mexico, 
Nigeria, Pakistan, Thailand, Turkey and 
Vietnam)

• are offering 160 GREAT Scholarships plus 
20 GREAT Scholarships for justice and law 
and 20 GREAT Scholarships for climate 
change

Applications deadlines vary per institution.



How GREAT Scholarships work
• Each GREAT scholarship is worth a minimum 
of £10,000 towards tuition fees only.

• Scholarships are offered at postgraduate 
taught level only – one-year courses

• You can apply to more than one university 
that offers GREAT scholarships.

• The deadline for each GREAT scholarship will 
vary by university, check deadlines with your 
chosen institution.

• You can apply for a GREAT scholarship if 
you’re studying an undergraduate degree in 
the UK, as long as you meet the other eligibility 
requirements.

** The deadline for institutions to select candidates 
for the GREAT Scholarships is 30 June 2024.

Women in STEM Scholarships 
To be eligible for a Women in STEM scholarship, 
you must:

• be a woman

• be a passport holder and permanent resident of 
one of the eligible countries

• be educated to undergraduate level

• have submitted an application to study an eligible 
postgraduate programme at one of the selected UK 
university partners

• have not previously studied at degree level or 
higher in the UK or recently lived in the UK

• meet the English language requirement of the UK 
university you apply to

• demonstrate your need for financial support

• return to your country of citizenship for a 
minimum of two years after your scholarship award 
has ended.
